Rachel Childs, a former journalist who, after an on-air mental breakdown, now lives as a
virtual shut-in. In all other respects, however, she enjoys an ideal life with an ideal hus-
band. Until a chance encounter on a rainy afternoon causes that ideal life to fray. Since
We Fell is a novel of profound psychological insight and tension. It is Dennis Lehane at his
very best.

Into the Water by Paula Hawkins

A single mother turns up dead at the bottom of the river that runs through town. Earlier
in the summer, a vulnerable teenage girl met the same fate. They are not the first women
lost to these dark waters, but their deaths disturb the river and its history, dredging up
secrets long submerged. Paula Hawkins delivers an urgent, twisting, deeply satisfying read
that hinges on the deceptiveness of emotion and memory, as well as the devastating
ways that the past can reach a long arm into the present.

The Stars are Fire by Anita Shreve

In October 1947, after a summer long drought, fires break out all along the Maine coast
from Bar Harbor to Kittery and are soon racing out of control from town to village. Five

months pregnant, Grace Holland is left alone to protect her two toddlers when her hus-
band, Gene, joins the volunteer firefighters. In the midst of this devastating loss, Grace
discovers glorious new freedoms--joys and triumphs she could never have expected her
narrow life with Gene could contain--and her spirit soars. And then the unthinkable hap-
pens--and Grace's bravery is tested as never before.

Golden Prey by John Sandford

Thanks to some very influential people whose lives he saved, Lucas is no longer working
for the Minnesota Bureau of Criminal Apprehension, but for the U.S. Marshals Service,
and with unusual scope. He gets to pick his own cases, whatever they are, wherever they
lead him.
